· a slogan or tagline that the audience will remember and be interested by;

· You will present these to the class.  Along with showing the trailer, you’ll also present a more detailed description of your planned documentary…

· In 250 words, explain 
· what your documentary will be about;
·  how you plan to film it;
· where you plan to film it;
· who will be in it;
·  why people will want to see it;
· and when you will film it.
